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The 36th Annual Good Friday Walk for Justice was on 
March 25, 2016. The theme “Be Not Afraid” was woven 
throughout the prayers of the stations. Nine of our 
coalition partners submitted prayers and joined us in 
this modern-day Way of the Cross. 

The third annual social justice-themed These 
Are Not My Problems art exhibition took place 
on September 24, 2016. Ten artists submitted 
pieces to the exhibit, which was themed, “Creative 
Expressions of Reclaiming Our Bodies.” 

For close to three decades, 8th Day has been involved 
with SOA Watch, protesting militarism and torture. 
Several staff attended the vigil and protest at the 
gates of Fort Benning and Stewart Detention Center 
in November 2015.

The Lunch & Learn and Evening Speaker Series events continued in 2016.  Topics were 
diverse and included: Islamophobia, immigration and border issues, gender-based violence, 
economic justice, and others. 

Conscience Monologues
This dramatic telling of Catholic women’s stories of 
faith and courage in today’s world is a creation of 8th 
Day Center. The Conscience Monologues have been 
performed each year since 2012.

Peace Vigil
In 2016, 8th Day Center observed the 15th 
anniversary of the start of the Peace Vigil. 
One week after the terrorist attacks of 
September 11, 2001, 8th Day staff members, 
joined by faithful friends, began a weekly 
Tuesday-morning peace vigil in Chicago’s 
Loop. The theme of the vigil has been, 
“War is not the answer.” In these 15 years, 
we have witnessed the evolution of initial 
strong hostility to our presence to now a 
more frequent affirmation of our message.
